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OBTC - Update After 2 Months 0f Operation

The Ormond Beachside Tennis
Center has had a fabulous two
months since its management was
taken over by the Trails Racquet
Club in early December 2020.

Its Grand Re-Opening event with
round robin and pro exhibition
match on January 02 was attended
by 52 players and at least a dozen
spectators. The event, and the much
improved facility, have received
great reviews from local players,
visiting players, as well as the press.
Business grew by more than 50% in
January over the previous month.
Membership almost doubled from
27 players in December to 52 in
January. We hope to get to 100
members by year end. :-). Guest play
was also strong in both months.
OBTC also newly displays very
pretty banners at its fences and has a

new website (OBTCTENNIS.COM),
too.

And OBTC is not only a nice
addition to our collection, and an
alternate facility for Trails members
at no extra cost.
