Membership dues at the Trails have
been unchanged since 2013. Since
that time, our cost of doing business
has gone up drastically. We were
able to absorb most of the cost
through  better efficiency and
adjustments in service and operating
hours, but now a small increase of
your dues is unavoidable. Dues will
go up $5 for each category. For
example, adult dues will go from
$82 to 87, seniors from $72 to 77,
etc. The new prices will go in effect
December O1.

And here are two ways you can save
money:

1.If you prepay your membership
for 12 months, you’ll receive a
20% discount. For 6 monthes, it is
10%.

2. ALL prepayments in the month
of November will lock in the old
rate.

Combine those two and you can
lock in the old rate of your dues at a
20% discount for up to 12 months if
you pay by November 30. Take

advantage of it.

Good help is hard to come by. And
while we have had some success in
hiring great people for both OBTC
and Trails, the increased play activity
at both places means even more
staffing is needed. If you know
someone who is available weekday
evenings 6-8 pm at the Trails, or
weekday mornings 7-9 am at the

include a bit of front desk work as
well as light court maintenance, and
they pay $12/hour, significantly
above minimum wage in Florida. Let
Jan know if there is a candidate
among your family or friends.
