Guest Play — Max. 2x/Month

A small. overdue change will be
made to the guest blav rule this
month. The fee will remain at
$15/person. But going forward. a
plaver can onlv plav a maximum of
2 times per month as a guest.
Recentlv there have been a few
occasions where Dplavers took
advantage of our generous guest fee
policv. It went like this: if thev
plaved onlv once a week in a month.
they would cancel their membership

($77/month) and instead pav a guest
fee everv time thev blaved (4x $15 =
$60). A saving of $17 - and a
nuisance to our operations.

Going forward. that strategv will be
limited. A plaver can onlv blav ub to
twice a month as a guest. There is no
“permanent guest” status. Weeklv
($§55 pbp) and monthlv ($77 bb)
memberships remain available, as
always.
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Update On The Trails Racquet Club
