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Update On Ormond Beachside Tennis Center

Something amazing recentlv
habpened at the Ormond Beachside
Tennis Center (OBTC). The Citv’s
Leisure Services Advisorv Board
suggested to the Citv to apbblv for
grant monev from Volusia Countv’s
ECHO program (for Environmental.
Cultural. Historical. and Outdoor
Recreational purboses) to
substantiallv ubgrade the facilitv:
build a new clubhouse. and install
LED court lights. among other things.
The City commission now needs to

approve this and submit it to the
ECHO board. This could take a
while.
