As stated earlier in this newsletter,
the Ormond Beach Tennis Center
(Casements) is currently shut down.
The Cigl of Ormond Beach owns it
and had rented it out to an operator,
but that individual resigned. Third
resignation in 6 years! The courts are
currently unusable and will require
plenty of your taxgayer funds to get
restored to a playable condition.

How does this affect YOU, the Trails
player? In three ways. For one, you'll
find a lot of new faces on courts next
to your court. Many of those people
are from OBTC. Give them a warm
smile. Second, we have suggested to

the City on more than one occasion
cooperation between Trails and
OBTC to the benefit of both clubs
and all players (more choice among
players, more GVTL teams, choice of
facility, etc.). No response, ever.
Thirdly, it would mean less crowded
courts at the Trails, allowing for a bit
more scheduling flexibility.

Well, the City will look for a new

operator for OBTC as of October O1.

An RfP (Request for Proposal) should

get posted soon. We might or might

not be interested in running OBTC,

depending on the conditions
rovided. You’'ll read more about it
ere soon.
